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TECHNICAL PASSPORT

ULGRAN Quartz kitchen sinks are made of eco-friendly quartz composite using state-of-the-art equipment and meet all required quality standards.
ULGRAN has been a leading manufacturer of composite sinks made from engineered stone on the Russian market since 2010. All ULGRAN Quartz sinks
are supplied complete with a plumbing kit, including a basket strainer waste and a corrugated pipe, technical passport and warranty card.
For reversible sink models, we recommend using a 35 mm diamond bit (not included and available as an option).

ULGRAN Quartz kitchen sinks (hereinafter referred to as the Product) are highly durable and chemically resistant, while being absolutely safe for human health.
While in operation, our sinks can withstand temperature fluctuations ranging from -40 to +130 degrees Celsius.

TRANSPORTATION AND STORAGE

When transporting and storing, ensure that the Product is kept on a flat, rigid surface in strict compliance with the handling signs on the packaging.

OPERATING AND MAINTENANCE TIPS

When using the Product, avoid any abrasive detergents or highly aggressive chemicals (solvents, concentrated alkalis and acids) to clean the surface, as this
canlead to scratches and abrasions.

Do not place hot objects on the sink, do not use the sink as a cutting board and do not allow heavy or sharp objects to fall from a height. Do not use alkaline
detergents (over 5% alkaline) to avoid damaging the sink surface.

Treat the Product surface with lukewarm water and non-abrasive liquid household detergent using a sponge or soft cloth. To prevent limescale build-up
caused by hard water, we recommend drying the sink with a soft cloth after eachrinse.

KITCHEN SINK INSTALLATION

Observe safety precautions and wear personal protective equipment when installing the Product yourself:

1. Determine where on the countertop the sink will be located. The optimum distance from the edge of the countertop is 50 - 100 mm. To do this, place the sink
face down on the countertop and trace it around the outline. Remove the sink and draw a second contour with a smaller diameter, 12 mm from the marked
edge.

2. Using the second (inner) contour, cut out the installation opening by drilling 10 mm (diameter) holes first in all corners of the marked line.
3. Check the sink fit in the countertop opening and decide on the position of the drainer if the sink is reversible.
To make a hole for the mixing faucet, take a 35 mm diamond bit, insert it into the existing groove on the backside of the sink and drill the hole.
CAUTION! DO NOTHAMMER OUT THE HOLE FOR THE MIXING FAUCET! THIS CAN DAMAGE YOUR SINK!

4. Next, install the mixing faucet into the standard hole (in reversible sinks, into the hole made) and secure it according to the instructions supplied with the
mixing faucet.

5. Clean the installation opening thoroughly of dust and sawdust and apply a uniform layer of sealant (not included and available as an option) to the butt of
the cut-out around the perimeter of opening before finalinstallation of the sink.

6. Insert the sink into the opening and press it firmly against the countertop. Remove any excess silicone that has protruded from under the edge of the sink
and allow the silicone to set for 10-12 hours by gravity.

7. Install the basket strainer waste and overflow, fit up the plumbing kit in accordance with the assembly diagram and connect it to the drain, check all
connections for leaks.

MANUFACTURER'S WARRANTY AND OBLIGATIONS

1. Guarantee Terms and Conditions.
11 Warranty for ULGRAN QUARTZ sinks makes seven (7) years from the date of sale for domestic use, and two (2) years for public use.

1.2. The date of sale is confirmed by a fully completed warranty card signed by the Buyer and stamped by the retailer where the Product was purchased, as
well as by the sales (cash) receipt. You must retain the warranty card and the receipt for the duration of the warranty period.

1.3. The manufacturer ensures free replacement of the Product subject to manufacturing defects detected and proper care of the sink.
2. The warranty does not apply to:

2.1. Defects caused by damage during transport of the Product after it has been handed over to the Buyer.

2.2. Incorrect installation of the Product and use of the Product for purposes other than those for which it is intended.

2.3. Damage resulting from natural use (scratches, cracks, chips and other mechanical damage) as well as defects caused by natural wear and tear of the
Product and its components (drain fitting).

2.4. Unauthorised modifications, signs of exposure to chemicals, abrasive substances, aggressive detergents or failure to follow maintenance tips.

2.5. Defects caused by force majeure (fire, natural disaster, etc.).
The manufacturer reserves the right to modify the Product, as well as make alterations in its scope of supply and design.
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
